weekends, from 12 p.m. to 7 p.m.

Another place featuring Christmas spirit and special events is an area next to Blikle café at level +1. On Saturday,
December 5, 1:00-2:30 p.m. and 4:00-5:30 p.m., we will be holding Elves Workshops called "Sing out for
Christmas." Everyone will get a chance to participate in vocal training, sing carols with live music accompaniment,

as well as read parts of Charles Dickens' "A Christmas Carol."
